Implementation Policy 

Pack Forest, administered by the College of Forest Resources, University of Washington, is committed to implementing and achieving the Sustainable Forestry Initiative® (SFI) Standard (2002-2004 Edition) on its 4,300 acres of forestland, and promoting it on other lands to broaden the understanding and practice of sustainable forestry. 
Pack Forest employs scientifically, environmentally, socially and economically sustainable forestry practices to meet the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their needs.  This is accomplished by practicing a land stewardship ethic which integrates reforestation, growing, and harvesting of trees for useful products with the conservation of soil, water quality, wildlife and fish habitat, and aesthetics.  

Pack Forest applies Principles of Sustainable Forest Management, consistent with the criteria and indicators contained in the Intergovernmental Montreal Process.  Those Principles include: practicing sustainable forestry, employing responsible practices, protecting forest health and productivity, regenerating the forest, protecting and maintaining long-term forest and soil productivity, protecting water bodies, riparian and wetland zones, protecting sites of special significance, complying with legal requirements, and continually improving forest practices.    

To help implement and achieve the Sustainable Forestry Initiative Standard Principles, Objectives, and Performance Measures, the College of Forest Resources created the Center for Sustainable Forestry at Pack Forest.  The Center has developed and adopted appropriate policies, programs and plans to guide its forest management and other activities.  These programs and plans are contained in the Pack Forest SFI Program, Landscape Management Plan (LMS), Forest Management Handbook, Recreation and Interpretation Plan, and other appropriate documents.

The Center for Sustainable Forestry at Pack Forest is committed to continual improvement and will annually review the effectiveness of its programs and activities.  Pack Forest will be a center of excellence for the College related to the practice of sustainable forestry while conducting and demonstrating state of the art research of innovative and cutting-edge forest practices for faculty, students and resource professional engaged in public education and training.       
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
