
Assistant Professor in Natural Products Chemistry

The College of Forest Resources is seeking a natural products chemist for a nine-month tenure track faculty position at the Assistant Professor level.  The candidate must have a PhD in natural products chemistry.  Experience in plant, biomass, or wood chemistry is highly desirable.  The faculty member will be expected to teach undergraduate and graduate courses in the areas of wood and related natural products chemistry including pulp and fiber chemistry and technology.  

The faculty member will also be expected to develop a vigorous research program.  S(he) will have the opportunity to do collaborative research with faculty in the College of Forest Resources in traditional areas such as entomology, plant pathology, and forest soils.  Research opportunities will also be available in areas of bio-energy, forest and other bio-based products, and sustainable natural products where the College has leading edge research programs.    

The faculty member will have the excellent opportunities to develop ties with other units on campus, especially the Department of Chemistry and the Department of Chemical Engineering.
