IPE UNDERGRADUATE SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION

Awards & Eligibility

The UW Office of International Programs & Exchanges (IPE) offers scholarships for foreign study.  Scholarships of varying amounts are allocated to defray program and travel expenses; awards typically range from $200 to $2000, depending on merit, and the length and cost of the program.  


To be eligible to receive an IPE scholarship you must:

· be enrolled as a matriculated undergraduate student at the UW and be in good academic standing;

· have been accepted as a participant in a UW-sponsored or affiliated international study program or exchange.  Please note: if your program acceptance is pending at the scholarship application deadline (see below), please submit your scholarship application with a note stating that your acceptance is pending;

· enroll full-time in the foreign study program/exchange;

Application Procedure
To be considered please submit the following items by the appropriate deadline:

· IPE Undergraduate Scholarship application and Financial Statement Form (including most recent financial aid award letter if applicable) and appropriate essays (see application);

· Two recommendations from UW faculty or Teaching Assistants from whom you have taken a course, ideally in your major (Please note: if you submitted your application with recommendations to our office, you do not need to submit additional recommendations);

· Transcripts of all university work (an unofficial copy is fine—and again, if you have applied to us directly, you do not need to submit additional transcripts).

Application Deadlines    
Autumn quarter: May 15

Winter quarter :
October 15
Spring quarter:
January 20
Summer quarter: May 1

Students applying to academic-year exchanges beginning in Autumn must submit their application by the May 15 deadline.  Students applying to academic-year exchanges beginning in Spring must submit their application by the January 20 deadline.   Students applying to semester-long programs beginning in January or February must submit their application by the Oct. 15 deadline. 

We will send notification of any scholarship award to all applicants approximately 1 month 

after the application deadline.

Recipients of IPE scholarship awards will be required to submit a written evaluation of the term/year abroad and contribute to the promotion of foreign study programs for the Office of International Programs & Exchanges.  Promotion activities will be coordinated by our office and may include such activities as:

· helping with student information meetings and orientations

· participating in presentations

· assisting incoming exchange students

· updating and revising appropriate pre-departure program handbook
