Course description -- French 300 level

French 301-302-303 is an intensive sequence for advanced students.  

The University of Washington French 301-302-303 sequence  is a three-part advanced--level language series designed to answer the needs of students coming from varying backgrounds, who are studying French for a multiplicity of reason, and who hope to review thoroughly and expand on the grammar taught in our 200-level classes. French 300 aims at the further development of the students’ fours skills (reading, writing, listening, and speaking) up to an advanced level of proficiency. Emphasis is put on reviewing grammar and experiencing the language in their cultural contexts, through the use of a multi-media approach relying not only on a grammar textbook and on grammar and vocabulary exercises, but also on current newspaper and magazine clippings, recent radio and television programs, and some literary texts. French 300 is taught through an experiential methodology called Global Simulation, which entails exclusive use of French in the classroom, emphasis on communicative skills, interactive and contextualized use of grammar and daily practice outside of class.

 Classwork and attendance 

As in French 200, because language learning is a cumulative process, regular, rather than sporadic attendance is essential for steady progress and good performance. Close attention will be paid to active participation in class. It is absolutely necessary that students attend classes daily. Repeated and/or unexcused absences will affect a student’s grade. The instructor will check for completion of the grammar homework everyday, and will credit the work on exam days, at which time, students are expected to leave their homework on the instructor’s desk before taking the exam. 

 Compositions 

There will be between 2 and 4 in class compositions, plus the rewrites, which will be done at home. The grade will be based on the average of the two drafts, out of 150 points, 100 points for the first draft, and 50 points for the rewrite. The subjects will be given out the day of the composition. The dates of in-class compositions will be announced in class, and on that day, students should bring their bilingual dictionaries. 

Between 2 and 4 at home compositions will be assigned during the quarter.

Homework 

Students are responsible for reading grammar explanations and any literary texts provided, for completing all exercises on the days indicated in the syllabus, as well as 30 additional homework assignments in the forms of grammar preparation worksheets, journals, grammar review, dictations, vocabulary exercises, « Actualités télévisées «  (www.france2.fr), etc.

Late assignments policy 

 Assignments are due at specific dates indicated either in the syllabus or communicated in class by the instructor. Late assignments may be turned one course day late for half-credit.

Final exam 

The final exam will be comprehensive, covering all the grammar chapters studied during the quarter, as well as the vocabulary exercises and texts of various kinds read in class.

This quarter, the final exam will take place on December 8, 2007

Test dates are indicated in the syllabus. There are no make-up tests, except for documented medical or other emergencies.
