
After all, if you like the same things, what’s not to like? The second pair shows
an analogous situation. Here, you and your roommate both dislike hip-hop music.
Since you both dislike the same thing, the relationship is balanced when you like
your roommate (left-hand column) but imbalanced when you don’t (right-hand
column).

Pair 2: You and your roommate both dislike hip-hop  music
