…that over the last decades of the nineteenth century and most of the twentieth  a widely-shared concept of Russian national identity grew as much out of philosophical debates than social and political realities, and that concept fuels the thought of even today’s Russians in a way that conditions many aspects of Russian life, from artistic self-expression to the formulation of policy in many arenas.
