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In India, early government pressure to “solve” the “population problem” led to what kinds of draconian policies? What caused these policies to change?
In Cambodia, why did the government push for increasing the birth rate? What effect did this policy have on Cambodian women?

In Indonesia (as in many countries in the Third World), many women work in factories owned by multinational corporations. What responsibilities do these corporations have toward their female workers? What does this type of globalized production have to do with over-population?

Naming and Framing 
This film has a particular and very strong point of view about the root causes – and therefore the appropriate approaches to the population problem in the developing world. What, according to the film, is the basic problem at hand? 
How can it be dealt with?

What does the title of the film tell you about the authors’ point of view?

When we look at development and population theories, problems look and feel different than when we look at films like this one. What is the difference? Which is more useful in your opinion?
