· Paper uses one or more concepts or frameworks from class in conjunction with additional research material to assess or analyze the debate that confronts your stakeholder. (Paper is not merely descriptive.)
· The application of frameworks and/or theories in this paper is done appropriately – frameworks and theories are identified and described correctly, and the analysis follows from these identifications and descriptions.

	
	

	Paper addresses opposing views (or conflicts)
· The paper (briefly) discusses arguments that are contrary to your stakeholder’s position, 

· and counters those arguments.

· Opposing views are relevant and well considered (not “straw men”).


	
	

	Demonstrated understanding and use of sources. 
· The paper shows a deep grasp of the topics we’ve covered in class; its interpretation goes beyond the superficial.

· Your analysis and claims are well supported and examples are compelling.

· The information you use, both as data and as evidence to back up your interpretation, is accurate and appropriate. 

· The paper relies on a variety of reputable sources. 
· A minimum of two of these are academic sources. 


	
	

	Structure, Consistency, Coherence, Style..
· The main argument runs through the entire paper, is clear, concise and coherent.

· Your thoughts are not implied; they are stated clearly and boldly. 

· Your interpretations are distinguished from those that belong to others (proper use of quotations, citations, etc.).
· Your writing style is easily understood and free of spelling, punctuation, grammar, and syntax errors.
