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Assignment #07: Web Design  

Due: Monday, 17 May 2004
You guys have been doing such a great job that the head of the TC department has asked that you design a departmental intranet (something that has surprisingly never gotten done).

After much compromise (and discussion of several quite ambitious designs), the department agreed that the first version of the intranet should be kept simple.   The proposed information architecture is shown below.  As the diagram depicts, the proposed site is to have 4 pages:  

· Index.html:  An overview of the TC department (the main level-1 page), 

· Contact.html:  A 2nd- level page containing contact info for each TC dept member.
· Projects.html:  A 2nd-level page containing short descriptions of our past projects.
· Resources.html:  A 2nd-level page containing useful TC resources (from last week).

As with other assignments, I would like to see alternative solutions from each of you before we settle on the final design.  To make comparisons between solutions easier, I would like the text on the pages to be the same across your solutions.  I look forward to seeing them! 

Requirements:

Your assignment is to create a website using Dreamweaver.   The design and implementation of the site should address the following requirements:

1. Technical Requirements:  Each website should… 

a. Include the four pages described above

b. Provide navigation that lets the user navigate from the 1st- level to the  2nd level.

c. Provide navigation that lets the user navigate between second level pages. 

d. Be created using Dreamweaver 

2. Team/Branding Requirements: Each website should… 

a. Present text that is the shared with the other team members solutions (i.e., a clear overlap of information on index.html, contact.html, and projects.html)

b. Have a look/feel that is clearly influenced by the main company site.  This can be through choice of background, of colors, of images, and/or fonts.  We do not need to look exactly like our parent site.  However, we need to look integrated into the company. 
3. Usability Requirements:  Each web site should 

· Make it easy for users to navigate throughout the website. 

· Make it easy for users to read/understand the information available. 

· Make is easy for users to see the information available. 

4. Effectiveness Requirements:  Each web page should 

· Satisfy the goals mentioned in this assignment and also additional goals determined by the team/individual designer.  This implies a need for the designer to clearly state his/her goals in the rationale
