Using Catalyst Portfolio for TC 518

Online portfolios have been created for the students in this class.  In addition to bringing paper copies of your assignments to class (1 for each of your teammates and 1 for the instructor), you will submit your assignments using the Catalyst Portfolio tool.  These portfolios provide a place for you to collect your TC 518 work, share it with your teammates, and submit it to us for feedback. 

How to set up Portfolio for use:

1. Go to the URL for Catalyst Portfolio:  http://portfolio.washington.edu
2. You will be asked to log in using your UWNetID.  Next, you will be presented with your portfolio homepage (example pictured below).  Click on “TC 518 Winter 05” to access the preconfigured portfolio we have created for each student in this class.
