Week 3 (October 16): Assessment/Planning for Treatment
· Preparing for treatment – wrap up assessment by October 21

· Behavioral Objective Worksheet – consider reasonable end points for the quarter.  BE CAREFUL – don’t write BOs at a really high level.  Make it reachable in the amount of time that we have available.  If the client meets the BO quickly, you can always write a new one for a higher level.

· Assessment issues/questions – do you need more baseline data  points?

· Positive behavioral support – need any help with that?

· Redirect, reward positive behaviors, provide lots of verbal praise; immediate praise; specific praise

· Intersperse drill with more fun (desired) activities; embed in game format – have them drill you

· Point system for reward at mid-quarter/end of quarter (you can talk to parent about getting the reward)

· Developmentally appropriate, varied activities with each session, highly desired activities

· Preparing for case presentations
