Calculating Intelligibility Score

Example: In a total sample of 100 words, the subject spoke
25 words (or what appeared to be words or single utterances)

that were not understandable.

| 100 (total number of words in sample)

- 25 (total number of unintelligible words)

75 % = subject’s intelligibility score
