Exercise: compiling a bibliography of different types of sources (5 items)

Read the following instructions carefully before you begin.

An essential part of all scholarly articles, as well as university essays, is the careful and complete documentation of sources used. A bibliography should contain all of the texts that were cited in defending the essay arguments, as well as all other sources consulted in preparing the work.

· For this assignment, you will put together a bibliography consisting of 5 references that you find in the bibliographies of at least 2 of the readings for Oct 7. (Except the Laqueur reading.) Do not bother to do any extra research for this. I prefer that you use MLA documentation style, but any style is acceptable as long as your entries provide all the publication information and you are consistent. What’s important is that your reader be able to easily identify your sources. The first requirement you’ll be graded on is ability to present your bibliography in proper format. This might mean you need to edit the entries as they appear in our readings to put them all into the same style.

· The second requirement for this assignment is that you divide your bibliography into sections according to the types of sources it includes. Put each bibliography entry under one of the following categories that fits it best, as far as you can determine:

1) science article/book (i.e. a scientist’s announcement of her research findings)

2) science studies article/book (i.e. a scholarly work that critically analyzes science and its social context, for instance using feminist theory)

3) popular media article about science (i.e. a newpaper or magazine report).

You must have at least one item in each category. The purpose of this exercise is to show that you know how to recognize the main types of published source materials that you will be researching for your final project.

Guidelines and examples of citation styles are provided via several links on the course webpage. Be sure to consult these if you are unsure of how to write a bibliography entry or have not used MLA style before. In particular, see <webster.commnet.edu/mla/index.shtml>.
