Welcome to the Larimer Lab!  We are pleased to have you on board and look forward to your participation with our projects.

Our Intention:  To offer undergraduate students a multifaceted research experience that includes participation in varied research tasks, developing an understanding of pertinent issues involved in developing and implementing of secondary prevention programs for college students, learning about recently published alcohol studies pertinent to our work, and joining a large research team.

Research Aim:  Although there are a number of projects ongoing at our center, much of our work has implications for the development of prevention programs.  More specifically, though, we aim: to document changes in alcohol consumption, eating behaviors, and gambling and associated problems experiences by different populations (i.e., college students, adolescents); to determine the course of drinking practices in these populations; to test the efficacy of brief interventions; to extend these programs to individuals and groups within the aforementioned populations; and to better understand those who abstain from alcohol consumption and other addictive behaviors.

Tasks:  Conduct structured, brief telephone interviews; administering surveys; assembling questionnaire packets; locating participants and updating files; filing participant data; entering data; general office projects that impact our research lab as a whole.

Opportunities:  You are invited to attend all Lab Meetings, Brown Bags, and other gatherings.

Expectations:  We expect three (3) hours per week of effort per credit.  For example, to earn two credits, six hours of work per week is required.

Confidentiality:  Participants who have given consent to participate in our projects do so knowing that all data is confidential.  This means that all information about participants taking part in our projects is never disclosed to anyone outside our research team.  The importance of confidentiality cannot be overstated, particularly as you may recognize the names of many of our participants.  We ask that you honor the following procedures to ensure confidentiality is maintained:

1.
Reference to subject data should occur only within our center and in the context of research.

2.
Subject anonymity should always be maintained outside of the research context (this includes not only individuals’ names, but names of organizations that participants may be affiliated with).

3.
No person should contact or collect data on a subject they know personally, nor should they review or handle identifiable data on a subject they know personally.

If you have any questions about your role as an undergraduate research assistant, the terms of this contract, or other related issues, we encourage you to ask.  We again welcome you to our group and look forward to working with you.
