Work Independently on this Project.
1) Design an interrupt service program for the LC-3 Simulator Keyboard.  It should echo the input character.
2) Design a main program that uses the interrupt service program.  It should read and echo an endless string from the Keyboard. 

3) Modify your program(s) so that the main program stores the input string in memory.
Notes: 1) The Keyboard Interrupt Vector Number is x80, so the Interrupt Vector for the Keyboard is x0180.
           2) The LC-3 Simulator uses your Stack for the Context switch (PC and PSW go onto your stack). Normally, the Context is placed on the Supervisor Stack (R6 ( USP.saved and SSP.saved (R6), but this facility is not implemented in the Simulator.  Think: You and the Supervisor share your stack.
Your Individual Report should include:
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1) Introduction – A paragraph providing an “overview” of the project suitable to describe the project to a novice.

2) Project Description – Coherent descriptions of what you did.  Include well documented programs, displays of your stack(s), displays of memory where informational, and displays of sample outputs.
3) Conclusion – Description of what you learned and what gave you difficulty.  Give appropriate credit to anyone who helped you.

4) References – List references used: books, papers, web pages.

Note: A report should be presented professionally in a clear and concise style, with enough detail to make it meaningful and comfortable to read and follow.
