Launch the MTTTY Serial Terminal Program from the Desktop\ECS Lab\Netburner NNDK  folder 

   (Communication parameters should be set to:  COM2, 115200, None, 8, 1)

Start the NetBurner Monitor:

   Press the “Reset” button on the NetBurner Board  => “Waiting 2sec to start   ‘A’ to abort” will appear

Create the network routing:

   Open the  ECS Lab  folder.  Double click “set up route”.   The DOS window will flash by.

From the Factory Demo Application, ping your host and your NetBurner to ensure the Ethernet connection is working.
