Consider the following:

1) What was Quisling’s role and how did it contribute to the shaping of the Occupational Regime in Norway?

2) During the first five months of the Occupation in Norway (April 9 to Sept. 25 1940) what were the four, distinct political identities engaged in a tug of war for power?

3) How did “resistance” become a legitimate and national political option at an early stage of the occupation?  What forms did resistance take in occupied Norway?

4) How does Grimnes describe the significance of a common, collective memory of the occupation in Norway?  What does he mean by “the dominance  of one particular interpretation” of the Occupation?  What does he suggest is absent from this “collective memory?”  How might this memory shape Norwegian political  identity today?
