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Since earning his doctoral degree in Chemical Engineering (from MIT) and receiving post-doctoral training in Respiratory Physiology (at the Harvard School of Public Health), Dr. Morgan has spent thirty years teaching environmental health science and studying the human responses to inhalation of air contaminants, including combustion products and volatile solvents.  He is the author of over 60 peer-reviewed publications.  Dr. Morgan has supervised the graduate research projects of sixty students in industrial hygiene and toxicology, including four Ph.D. recipients.  His research program in pharmacokinetics and biological monitoring is funded by the National Institute of Environmental Health Sciences at US$300,000 per year.  Dr. Morgan is a member and past Chairman of the Biological Exposure Indices Committee of the American Conference of Governmental Industrial Hygienists (ACGIH), and is presently Editor in Chief of the Journal of Occupational and Environmental Hygiene, a joint publication of ACGIH and the American Industrial Hygiene Association.
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
