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In The Death and Rebirth of the Seneca, Anthony F. C. Wallace describes a cultural transformation among the Seneca people in the aftermath of the U.S. War for Independence.  As part of his account, Wallace makes a number of claims about the meaning of various rituals and practices of the Seneca before and after the transformation, about the significance of various actions and events prior to the transformation, and about the factors that contributed to the transformation.  Identify five such claims which you find particularly interesting and would like to discuss further.  Come to class with a list of the claims stated as clearly and succinctly as possible.
