PAPER ASSIGNMENT

HSTAM 332


The object of this assignment is to enhance your ability both to read and analyze primary sources and to formulate an historical argument in clear and concise terms.   All papers will be based on one (or more) of the sources we have read for class.  However, all ask you to read the entire source rather than merely the excerpts assigned for class, and require you to answer a specific question about that source that may not have arisen in our class discussions.  

Choose one of the questions below to answer, and formulate a response to that question based on your analysis of the text in question.  NO OUTSIDE RESEARCH IS NECESSARY OR DESIRED.  Your response should take the form of a 5-7 page paper, and is due by noon on Monday, July 14, to my office or my box in the main History office.  The paper is worth 30% of your total class grade.

Remember that what you are being asked to do is to take a position on a question that is potentially controversial--other historians may differ in their analysis of the material—and that your response must necessarily therefore take the form of an historical argument.  You will need to articulate your position clearly at the beginning of your paper, and substantiate that position throughout the essay with specific evidence drawn from the source about which you are writing.  Remember also that all historical sources have an agenda and cannot, therefore, be regarded as an objective statement of “what happened.”  Your analysis must take into account issues of the author’s perspective and experiences, his or her motivation in writing, and the nature and genre of the text itself.
Tierney, Crisis of Church and State
1.   Which of the two main opponents in the Investiture Conflict, Gregory VII and Henry IV, was the most “traditional” in his position and why?

2.   What role did personality play in shaping the course of the Investiture Conflict?

3.  Were legalism and legal patterns of thought as important to imperial theorists in the conflict between church and state between 1150-1250 as they were to proponents of ecclesiastical supremacy?

3.   Innocent III has been referred to variously as the “Vicar of Christ” and the “Ruler of the World.”  Which of these two names comes closest in your view to capturing the man’s true ambitions and philosophy?

4.  How had the church/state dispute changed in the centuries separating Boniface VIII and Philip IV on the one hand, and Gregory VII and Henry IV on the other?  Were the issues the same, or had they changed fundamentally from what they had been in the eleventh century?

Guibert of Nogent, Self and Society in Medieval France

1.  To judge from Guibert’s writings, had the reforms of the tenth and eleventh centuries already had a significant impact on the church and Christian laity by the early twelfth century?

2.  The twelfth century has often been characterized as an age of relative tolerance towards minority groups, especially as compared to the thirteenth-century “age of persecution.”  Do Guibert’s writings substantiate this characterization of his period?

3.  Was the revolt at Laon an expression of social or of religious dissent?

4.  To judge from Guibert’s chronicle, which was stronger in this area of France during his lifetime:  secular or religious power?  Whichever position you will choose, it will be necessary to define your terms.

The Letters of Heloise and Abelard  
1.  Taking into account not only Abelard’s “History of my Calamities,” but the “Letters of Direction” as well, ho had the more positive view of women, Heloise or Abelard?

2.  Why was Abelard such a controversial figure in the educational circles of his day?  

3.  One of the truisms of medieval women’s history is that while men’s and women’s religious experience was roughly the same in the early middle ages, by the thirteenth and fourteenth centuries, they had significantly diverged from one another.  To judge from the documents in this book, including the “Letters of Direction,” had this shift occurred already by the end of Heloise’s life?

4.  What do these writings reveal about twelfth-century attitudes towards marriage and sexuality?  Be sure not to limit your observations to Heloise’s own views.

Andreas Capellanus, The Art of Courtly Love 
1.  To judge from this text alone, was courtly love “good” or “bad” for women?  Make sure to define your terms.

2.  Is there any way to read Andreas’s text (including the “Retractions”) as a coherent and logical whole?

3.  Why must courtly love be “courtly”?  To what degree are ideas about class and status implicit in the movement as Andreas describes it? 

4.  Do Andreas’s views on women, love, and marriage differ significantly from those expressed by Heloise and by Abelard?

5.  Andreas’s texts has been referred to as a “lawbook” of love.  Do what degree do contemporary ideas about law and legalism influence his writing?

Bonaventura, The Mind’s Road to God
1.  Bonaventura’s work has been termed a masterpiece of “scholastic mysticism.”  How would you understand this term, and would you agree?

2.  Is Bonaventura’s work more nominalist or realist in its method and presumptions?  Why?

3.  Does Bonaventura’s work have the potential to be heretical?  If so, how?  If not, what keeps it orthodox?

Romance of the Rose
1.  It has been suggested that the first half of the book (written by de Lorris) differs significantly in nature and intent from that of the second (written by de Meun).  Would you agree?  Is part two more misogynistic than part one?

2.  Is this work (taken as a whole) misogynistic (denigratory to women specifically)?  Or is it better characterized as misanthropic (denigratory to men and women equally)?

3.  Romance of the Rose has been characterized as “more a work of scholasticism than of popular literature.”  Would you agree?

4.  What does Romance of the Rose suggest about contemporary attitudes towards the church?

Life of St. Louis

1.  Would you characterize Louis IX as a saint?  Why or why not?

2.  Was Louis IX a “good son of the church”?

3.  What does this account suggest about how and why the crusader movement ultimately failed?

4.  How had French kingship and notions of authority changed in the centuries separating Guibert’s account from that of Joinville?

5.  Read Villehardouin’s account of the Fourth Crusade (included in this volume) and answer question 3 above based either on this text, or on a combination of both texts.

6.  What do “Life of St. Louis” and Villehardouin’s account of the Fourth Crusade reveal about contemporary attitudes towards minority groups?  Might this accurately be characterized as “a persecuting society”?
