Tail DNA Genotyping

1. Cut the tail, then place it in a 1.7-ml tube ( ice.

2. Get tail into Lysis Solution within 1-2 hours.

3. Add 500 ul Lysis Solution to each tail sample.  Add 2.5 ul Protinase K (-20 oC).

4. Place on heat block @ 55oC for 3-5 hours or overnight.

5. Spin for 5 minutes @ 14,000 x g to precipitate bone, hair, etc.

6. Pipet out 400 ul of the solute and into 400 ul isopropanol.

7. Shake or invert tube 4x times.

8. “Fish out” the DNA and put it into 400 ul 70% EtOH.

9. Swirl, dip, and rinse the DNA in the 70% EtOH.

10. “Fish out” the DNA and put it into 400 ul TE, pH 8.0.

11. Place tubes into 55oC heat block for 3-5 hours to dissolve DNA.

12. After, store tubes in 4 oC.

1.0 ml

10% SDS

2.0 ml 

5.0 M NaCl
