The following describes the graded assignments, exams and requirements for Management 300, Sections E & F 3 for Winter, 2006 (updated 12/27/05)
Overall Course Grades Consist of the Following:
A) Examinations (3)
- 35% 
a) 10% each for first two exams, 
b) 15% for Final, including some cumulative material
B) Team Projects (3) - 35% 
a) Mini Project 10%, 
b) Team Presentation 15%
c) Team Paper 10%
C) Individual Assignments and Participation - 30%  

Reflection Journal - 5% 
a) Class Participation – 5%
b) Homework Assignments and Quizzes – 20%  (The lowest 3 scores will be dropped)
D) Attendance and On Time Arrival - Attendance and on-time arrival are expected at each class session, the Instructor is to be notified in advance via e-mail if you will not be in class or will be late. Excess in this include: 

* Unexcused Absences in excess of 2 (10% of classes) 

* Unexcused Tardiness in excess of 3 (15% of classes) 

* A combination of the two in excessive levels 

Absences and tardiness above these expectations may result in a 5% grade reduction in final grade for each occurrence above these standards.

E) Research Participation - Each student in MGMT 300 is required to complete two research segments. A research segment is defined as (1) participation in a research experiment conducted by Management and Organization Faculty or (2) a written review of a research article from an approved Management journal. Those who do not complete the research requirement will have a deduction of 5% taken off their final grade. 


Grades will issued in accordance with the Business School Undergraduate Office’s Grading Guidelines with a class mean average grade of 3.1 on a 4 point scale.
Grading Criteria:

In general, grading criteria for assignments, projects and quizzes will include the following dimensions:

a) Quality of work – work will be handed in with professional quality including proper grammar and spelling, appropriate formatting and professional appearance.

b) Submitted on time - Any written portions of assignments are expected at the beginning of the class on which they are due.  Late work will be reduced by 1/2 grade for each two days late, unless situation is discussed with instructor well in advance. Assignments will generally be submitted via posting to the class website (E-Submit) unless otherwise noted by the instructor.
c) Citation of sources – all student work that includes sources cited besides the class textbook will have appropriate bibliography and citing of references. Research projects that include references to the class textbook will include appropriate citation of sources.
d) All student work will follow the Students Standards of Conduct regarding academic integrity and honesty.
Student grades will be posted on the Class website using the last 4 digits of their student number for privacy protection.
