Courses 
 
I teach courses in European and Gender Politics as well as in International Studies with a focus on gender, transnational advocacy, and the public sphere.  
 
EURO 301 – “Europe Today” provides an overview of European politics, societies, and 
cultures with a focus on European integration. 
 
EURO 302 – “Politics and Societies in Western Europe” analyzes differences in 
political institutions, social structures, and cultural orientation in 7 European countries 
with a focus on their present “hot issues”.  
 
EURO 494 – “Germany 1945 to 2007. Political Transformations and Social Change” 
addresses the German predicament from the end of the Nazi regime to the repercussions 
of unification. 

EURO 494 – “Is there a European Public Sphere?” addresses questions of European identity formation, citizenship, and public voice. 
 
EURO 494/WS 490 – “Gender and Citizenship in Europe and the United States” is a comparative interrogation of gender equality with a focus on public policies and movements in 6 different countries. 

SIS 495 – Task Force “The Democratic Challenge in the European Union” introduces students to the hands-on experience of writing a collaborative policy report and discussing this report with EU officials. 
 
SIS 498 – “Global Civil Societies and Public Spheres” introduces students to the 
transnationalization of civic actors and the media.
