The Questions My Students Had to Address 

1. 
Would you be willing to participate in a project such as “Truman”? Would you be willing to act as Truman’s best friend?

Did the company actually benefit Truman by providing him a great life with a house, a job and a wife? Were they doing him a favor?

3. 
Should the company have told Truman at some point? Would that have made things better?

4. 
As an audience member, would you be more interested in a show in which Truman does not know what is going on in comparison to a show where he knows but chooses to participate? Why?

Would you be willing to let people watch every aspect of your life(e.g. you eating, driving, listening to radio, talking over the phone, watching TV etc.)? Assume that you can make $100,000 a year for five years doing this.

On the Internet, there are three customer segments- the privacy unconcerned, the privacy fundamentalists and the privacy pragmatists(it may not be great- but it is going to happen any how). Which segment would you place yourself in? Why? Did the movie change your thinking on this? As a manager, should you pay attention to the loud complaints of the fundamentalists when a large number of your customers are pragmatists or unconcerneds?

Is privacy ever a big deal? How will it change in the future?

Finish this sentence- “The movie was very unfair to companies because…”.

What is a company obligated to tell its customers? Should online companies be held to a higher 

standard? Why or why not?

Would you be comfortable working for a company that did not care about its customers’ privacy? Why or why not? What will you do if your company has this attitude?
