Stop Motion Animation – The Time-based Image
This assignment will explore the nature of time and the relationship between our visual perception and the time-based image. 
Research:
Find a piece of music or sequence of sounds that you’ll be using for this assignment. 
It’s important that you choose something that you really know and like, and you can work with. Your animation will be built on this music/sound sequence.

What story does your sound create? Write a paragraph (5-10sentences). 
Specs:

- Music should be instrumental only. No lyrics. 

- Should be exactly one minute long 
- In a digital format:
AIFF (Audio Interchange File Format), a digital file format used by iMovie HD and many other applications
MP3 (MPEG-1 layer 3), a digital-format audio file that can be used by iMovie HD and many other applications

- You may create your sound sequence or music using Garage Band or other audio software. 
Due: Monday, 2/5 on a CD or iPod + storyline paragraph printed out. 
Animation will be constructed with still images.
You may use any traditional technique (drawing, collage, 3D animation/claymation) or a combination of these to create your frames. 
Reserve a good digital camera and a tripod.

You’ll also need to get

· CD-R (a few or a USB disk)

· DVD-R (one)
