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The Comic Strip

Design a comic strip depicting a funny or annoying event that has happened to you.

Specifications:

· Use any number of frames between 5 and 10 to tell this event. The size, shape and layout of these frames are your choice and should be considered.

· Come up with a title, include within the comic strip. 

· Experiment with a variety of media besides drawing; for example, xerox, collage, cut and paste, and use any kind of drawing tool you prefer. 
· Use only images to tell your story, NO text. 
· Think about your composition. Use compositional elements for a stronger effect (exaggeration, repetition, background/foreground, color, zoom, angle of view, style of line, mediums, light and dark, etc.)

Presentation:

Present your comic strip for critique on a white 2-ply Bristol board, or on a black #8 medium weight presentation board cut to a 14”x20” rectangle.
Due: Wednesday, January 17
Things to consider: 

· A comic strip is NOT simply AN ILLUSTRATION OF THE STORY LINE. There is a dynamic relationship between all elements (graphics, frame and text). One does not work without the other. 

· Time/tempo (breaking down the narrative into a sequence of frames)

· Title: type of font, how do you incorporate it? 
· Framing/cropping
· COMPOSITION
