Composite - Figure-Ground Relations
This assignment has three steps:
Step One: 


Find two letters in Word that are opposites of each other visually. Examples: dynamic-stationary, skinny-fat, elegant-drab, etc…

These may or may not be of the same font. 

All letters should be black (outline and fill).

Print them out in different sizes (pts 12-72). Cut out the shapes.
Draw a 6”x8” rectangle in your sketchbook. Create a composition with the fonts using no more than 10 characters. 

Your composition should be visually interesting yet the distribution of visual weight should appear balanced. 

Due: Monday, 1/22

Step Two:


Using Adobe Illustrator, create a “Composite” self-portrait with two different letters of your choice. This time you may use unlimited number of characters. 

Your goal is to create a composition that is coherent yet dynamic.
This exercise will be started in class on Monday, 1/22 and will have to be completed outside of class. 

Saving:

At the end of class, save your finished version on the server (SOACC Store) and/or email as a JPG file to yourself.  

Due: Wednesday, 1/24 as a 8.5”x11” printout

Step Three:


Create a “Composite” recreation of a chosen image. The image may be one of your own or appropriated from some other source. 
Specifications:
· The building elements of this composition must all come from the supermarket.  

· Explore new ways of utilizing familiar materials. 

· Decide whether to use the same material or a variety of materials. 

· Consider the background (material, color, texture, scale)

· Your goal is to create a figure-ground relationship that works.
