Plamntiffs will pursue at trial the following claims® Product Liability under the
Washington Product Liability Act, RCW Ch 7 72, and the Washington Wrongful Death and
Survival Statutes, RCW Ch 4 20

Defendant Ford Motor Company denies its product was defective or that any alleged
defect in the product was the proximate cause of injury to the plaintiffs Ford will pursue the
following affirmative defenses and or claims comparative fault, fault of others, product misuse,
superceding/intervenng causation, compliance with relevant industry custom, technological
feasibihity, and nongovernmental, legislative or adminustrative regulatory standards (RCW
772 050)

1II. ADMITTED FACTS

The following facts are admitted by the parties

1 On August 5, 2000, Plaintiffs Ken L. Jaramullo, Riley R Jaramillo, Sawyer D
Jaramullo, and McKenna L Jaramillo were passengers 1n a 1998 Ford Explorer car driven by
Angelal. Jaramillo on Highway 20, near Huli City, Idaho

2 Angela, Ken, Riley and Sawyer Jaramillo were restrained with lap and shoulder

belts, 1n the driver’s seat, the front passenger seat and the outboard rear seat positions,

respectively

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3 The rear center seat was equipped with a lap belt only

4 Angeia Jaramillo swerved to avoid deer n the roadway The Explorer rolled

over several times

5 Angela Jaramillo died as a result of the incident

6 McKenna Jaramillo died as a result of the incident

7 Ken Jaramillo suffered personal injuries as a result of the incident

8 Ruley Jaramillo suffered personal injuries as a result of the incident

9 Sawyer Jaramillo suffered personal injunes as a result of the incident

10 The funeral and bunial expenses necessarily incurred as a result of the deaths of

Angela Jaramillo and McKenna Jaramullo totaled $4,102 60

11 The medical expenses necessarily incurred as a direct and proxmmate result of the
injuries to Ken Jararmllo totaled $4,753 75

12 The medical expenses necessarily incurred as a direct and proximate result of the
mjuries to Riley Jaramullo totaled $11,957 18

13 The medical expenses necessarily incurred as a direct and proximate result of the
inpuries to Sawyer Jaramullo totaled $11,432 80

14 The medical expenses necessarily incurred as a direct and proximate result of the

myuries to McKenna Jaramillo prior to her death totaled $12,504 80

IV.  PLAINTIFFS FACTUAL CONTENTIONS
1 The Ford Explorer replaced the Bronco II as Ford’s “compact utility vehicle,”

2 The Explorer shared many design features and parts with the Bronco II
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3 The Bronco II was an unstable vehicle prone to tipping and rolling

4 Ford Engineers proposed widening the track width of the Bronco II and lowening
the center of gravity

5 Instead of making substantive changes in the track width or center of gravity of
the Bronco 11, Ford opted for minor changes, including tire size and spring stiffness.

6 In on-track tests of the Explorer prototypes n a variety of configurations tipped
up onto two wheels

7 Ford Engineers proposed widenming the track width of the Explorer and lowering
the center of gravity

8 Instead of making substantive changes in the track width or center of gravity of
the Explorer, Ford opted for minor changes, mcluding tire size and spring rate

9 There have been nearly 2000 claims and/or lawswuits relating to Ford Explorer
rollovers

10 A Ford document states many fatal utility vehicle rollovers begin after two or
more tires leave the paved surface of the roadway

i1 Ford knew that because few drivers have experience with having two or more
tires leave the paved surface of the roadway “excessive” steer 1s likely

12 Ford Explorers have madequate roof strength

13 Ford Explorers have inadequate restraint systems

14 Ford Explorers have inadequate window glass

15 The Ford Explorer was marketed to families with chuldren

16 The Ford Explorer becomes less stable when fully loaded with people and cargo

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17 McKenna Jaramillo was belted 1n a booster seat 1n the center position of the rear
seat

18 After sighting the deer, the Explorer swerved left, then night until 1ts night side
tires were on the shoulder, then left again

19 When the Explorer reentered the paved road it tipped to its left and rolled
approxmmately 275 feet.

20  Angela Jaramillo died as a direct and proximate result of the Ford Explorer
rollover

21 Angela Jaramullo died because a defective and inadequate roof and a defective
and nadequate restraint system failed to protect her 1n a foreseeable roll

22 McKenna Jaramullo died as a direct and proximate result of the Ford Explorer
rollover

23 McKenna Jaramillo died because a defective and inadequate center rear restraint
failed to protect and restrain her in a foreseeable roll.

24 Ken Jaramillo’s mjuries as a direct and proximate result of the rollover include
right eye contusion, right eye subconjunctival hematoma, lacerations to right side of face, nght
shoulder second-degree acromioclavicular separation, chest contusions, neck strain/sprain,
closed head injury, back injury, posttraumatic stress disorder and major depressive disorder

25 Riley Jaramillo’s injuries as a direct and proximate result of the rollover include
blunt trauma, fracture of radius bone of left forearm, fracture of uina bone of left forearm,
abrasions to face, neck, arms, legs and lower abdomen, multiple contusions, eye injury, and

asphyxiation syndrome
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26  Sawyer Jaramillo's imjuries as a direct and proximate result of the rollover
inciude head lacerations, multiple abrasions, and mulfiple contusions

27 Inadequate warmings were given to users of the Ford Explorer

28 As a direct and proximate result of the death of Angela Jaramillo, Ken Jaramillo

was forced to quit his employment as a fisherman in order to care for his surviving children

V. DEFENDANT FORD MOTOR COMPANY’S FACTUAL CONTENTIONS
1 The 1998 4 door 4x4 Explorer 1s neither defective nor unreasonably dangerous

and does not present an unreasonable risk of jury to 1ts occupants

2 The design of the Jaramillo’s vehicle was not a proximate cause of plaintiffs’
yuries

3 The Jaramillo’s 4 door 4x4 experienced a violent high speed multiple rollover
event

4 The rollover accident was caused by steer mput from Angela Jaramillo that lead

to the loss of vehicle control and subsequent overturn

5 Roof deformation did not cause or contribute to any of the injunies of any
occupant in the subject vehicle

6 The Cosco Grand Explorer Booster Seat in which McKenna was seated at the
time of the accident was not used 1n accordance with safety instructions accompanying and
affixed to the booster seat

7 Ford provided appropriate and adequate warnings concerning the use and

operation of the vehicle
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8 McKenna Jaramillo’s seat belt was not buckled at the time of the accident

9 Angela and McKenna Jaramillo sustained head injuries that rendered them
unconscious until the time of their death

10 There 1s insufficient proof to i1dentify what child restraint, if any, McKenna
Jaramullo was using at the time of the accident

11 Plaintiffs knowingly and/or recklessly failed to preserve the child restraint
alleged to have been used by McKenna

12 If McKenna was secured in the rear center seat lap belt with the Cosco Grand
Explorer 1n the belt posttioning mode (1 e , without the shield) as contended by the plainuffs,
such use of the Cosco Grand Explorer was misuse and in direct contradiction of the
manufacturer’s instructions and warnings

13 The nstructions and warnmgs supplied with and affixed onto the Cosco Grand
Explorer were clear and adequate

14 The Cosco Grand Explorer when used 1n accordance with the manufacturer’s
nstructions 1s safe and would have prevented the ejection of McKenna Jaramillo in the
accident

VL.  ISSUES OF LAW

1 May fault be attributed to Angela Jaramillo for her failure to exercise reasonable
care 1n the operation of the vehicle?

2 Does the Enhanced Injury doctrine bar certain affirmative defenses and evidence

relating to accident causation?
