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Introduction
This two-quarter lecture series provides an introductory overview of the most common clinical conditions seen with patients receiving services in occupational therapy, physical therapy, and prosthetics and orthotics. Lectures are contributed by faculty members from several departments within the School of Medicine and related health sciences schools, and by specialists based at affiliated hospitals. The focus of the series is on the clinical presentation of these conditions and on their medical and surgical evaluation and management.  OT/PT/P&O evaluation and intervention strategies are presented in other curriculum courses, which build on the foundation gained in this coursework.

The intent is that you will gain an understanding of--

· pathological mechanisms involved in conditions presented

· associated clinical features and the condition’s natural history

· general and specific medical approaches to evaluation and management

· strategies for preventing or minimizing additional pathology and disability

Series lectures are organized into three units over the two quarters, as outlined below:

Winter Quarter:

· Unit I: Pregnancy and childbirth; pediatric conditions

· Unit II: Neurologic conditions, general medical and surgical conditions

Spring Quarter:

· Unit II (cont.): Neurologic conditions, general medical and surgical conditions

Course Objectives

2. Use, orally and in writing, medical terminology and abbreviations pertinent to the topics discussed.

3. Describe some of the ramifications of each of the diseases on the process of rehabilitation, and the role of rehabilitation in the treatment of diseases.

4. Develop a broad concept of health, appreciate the power of prevention of disease and disability, and develop some awareness of the value of health to the individual and to society.

5. Discuss, orally or in writing, a disease entity in terms of:

5. the major areas of deficit

5. those deficits with which the professional would be involved

Texts

Winter Quarter

· Required: No textbook is required, but you should have access to a medical dictionary (e.g., Stedman's, Taber's, Dorland's) as you expand your knowledge of terminology.  Excellent resources are available through the UW Health Links web-site. (http://healthlinks.washington.edu/textbooks/).

· Recommended:  Many texts can serve as useful references for this overview course (refer to Health Links web-site). The following general-purpose text may be helpful, both in the course series and as a reference later in clinical education and practice. It is available as an ebook on the Health Links web site. It is updated annually.
Current Medical Diagnosis and Treatment, Edited by LM Tierney, Jr., SJ McPhee, & MA Papadakis, Appleton-Lange Medical Publications, Los Altos, CA, This useful manual (CMDxTx) is: 

· designed to be a single source reference for primary health care providers (e.g., physicians and nurse practitioners).

· updated annually and published in December.

· organized by body system or by major category of pathology; each chapter contains brief summaries on related conditions.

Current Pediatric Diagnosis and Treatment, Edited by William Hathaway, Appleton-Lange Medical Publications, Los Altos, California. 
This is another comprehensive work in the Appleton-Lange series, but its content is limited to pediatric conditions. It also goes well beyond the scope of the course and likely would be most useful for the individual planning to specialize in pediatric-related practice. 

Spring Quarter

· Required: No specific text is required.

· Recommended: The CMDxTx on-line resource (see above) should be a useful reference for this quarter. In addition, the following book is recommended for the orthopedic unit scheduled for the last six weeks of the quarter:

· Textbook of Disorders and Injuries of the Musculoskeletal System, 3rd edition, by RB Salter, Williams and Wilkins Co., Baltimore, 1999, ~$65.  The book was written for use by second year medical students in their introduction to clinical medicine course.

Examinations and Grading

The grade for each quarter is based on three unit exams administered that quarter (please refer to the schedule for specific dates and times). Given the extensive scope of topics discussed within the series, no comprehensive exams are given. The goal is that this design will facilitate attainment of a greater depth of understanding of each content area.

All exams are made up of multiple-choice items. The actual number of test items may vary (e.g., 35-60 questions). Students must achieve an average of 70 percent over the three unit exams each quarter to receive credit for the course. The method for determining credit for the course is as follows:

· Student raw scores on each test are converted to percentage scores, to allow equal weighting of each of the tests.  

· At the end of each quarter, percent scores for the three tests are averaged. Credit is awarded to all students achieving mean (average) scores of 70 percent, based on the three exams.
