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Cataloging: Concepts and Terminology
AACR2 (Anglo-American Cataloguing Rules, Second Edition) - rules that cover the description of, and the provision of access points for, all library materials commonly collected at the present time. (http://www.aacr2.org/about.html)

Authority Control - the procedures by which consistency of form is maintained in the headings (names, uniform titles, series titles, and subjects) used in a library catalog or file of bibliographic records through the application of an authoritative list (called an authority file) to new items as they are added to the collection.

Data Dictionary – a set of metadata (data about data) that contains definitions and representations of data elements; usually a table in a database that stores the names, field types, length, and other characteristics of the fields in the database tables.

Dublin Core – a standard set of 15 interoperable metadata elements, used to describe networked information resources; aims to provide a foundation for standardized bibliographic description of information resources available via the Internet. 
The 15 elements are: Title, Creator, Subject, Description, Publisher, Contributor, Date, Type, Format, Identifier, Source, Language, Relation, Coverage, and Rights.

EAD (Encoded Archival Description) – the emerging standard for archival finding aids, used by the Library of Congress and other research institutions. Finding aids are inventories, registers, indexes, or guides that provide detailed information about specific collections. Standardizing the formats of these tools makes it easier to display them on a network.

FRBR (Functional Requirements for Bibliographic Records) - a  recommendation of the International Federation of Library Associations and Institutions (IFLA) to restructure catalog databases to reflect the conceptual structure of information resources. More technically, FRBR uses an entity-relationship model of metadata for information objects, instead of the single flat record concept underlying current cataloging standards. The FRBR model includes four levels of representation: work, expression, manifestation, and item. (OCLC 1/25/07 - http://www.oclc.org/research/projects/frbr/default.htm)

MARC (MAchine-Readable Cataloguing) - a format standard for the storage and exchange of bibliographic records and related information in machine-readable form; developed in the 1960s and used for most library cataloging today. 
Metadata – data about data; structured information used to aid identification, description, management, and location of resources; earliest form – the catalog record.
Metadata standards - standards for the creation and management of metadata; their use facilitates the sharing of data between repositories or between repositories and their users.
Metadata types – 1) descriptive; 2) administrative; 3) structural; 4) terms and conditions

METS (Metadata Encoding and Transmission Standard) – an XML schema designed for the purpose of creating XML documents that express the hierarchical structure of digital library objects, the names and locations of the files that comprise those objects, and the associated metadata.
MODS (Metadata Object Description Schema) - an XML-based bibliographic description schema developed by the Library of Congress; designed as a compromise between the complexity of the MARC format used by libraries and the extreme simplicity of Dublin Core metadata. (Wikipedia 1/25/07)
PREMIS ((PREservation Metadata: Implementation Strategies) – an initiative to develop a core preservation metadata set, supported by a data dictionary, with broad applicability across the digital preservation community. RDA (Resource Description and Access) - a standards effort to develop cataloging rules that would supersede the Anglo-American Cataloging Rules, 2nd edition (AACR2).
XML – the de-facto standard for representing metadata descriptions of resources on the Internet; a subset of the SGML markup language in which the tags define the kind of information contained in a data element, rather than how it is displayed; XML tags are not limited and predefined as they are in HTML - they must be created and defined through document analysis by the person producing the electronic document.
