Jig Saw Activity on Classroom Management Models

Purpose:
To inform you of the major features of at the 6 classroom management models.

Process:
You will form 6 work groups with 4 members total.  Each member will present the major features of their classroom management theorist chapter.  As a presenter, you will:

a) Discuss the major features or components (beliefs, methods, structures, strategies) of the model.

b) Recommend some of the model’s strategies that could be implemented effectively in an elementary classroom.

Roles in Jig Saw Group

Presenter – each person will present his or her model in a clear and concise manner.  

Recorder – each person take notes on the other person’s model.  Use your notes to ask questions during your discussion to help you clarify your understanding of the model.

Timekeeper – make sure that no one presentation lasts more than 5 minutes, and that you conclude with a 10-minute discussion.

Reporter – At the end of the jigsaw, we will have a large group discussion. Please appoint one of your group members to report on the major features across the models that you would recommend for use in an elementary classroom.
Timelines:
Presenters should take up to 5 minutes to present their model. There will therefore be 20 minutes devoted to each presenter’s model in your group.  At the end of the 20 minutes, you will have up to 10 minutes for your group to formulate some recommendations about the features of any model that could be used in an elementary classroom.  Try to be very specific on these recommendations so that in our large group discussion we can make some informed decisions on the relevance or use of the model in elementary classrooms.

Outcomes:

(a) Each participant will have some “cross-model” knowledge of theorist’s recommendations for classroom management.

(b) Identify the major features of the models that your group thought could be used effectively within the context of an elementary school classroom.
