Pope and Emperor in the Western Middle Ages

800
Charlemagne crowned Holy Roman Emperor by Pope Leo III

1059 Pope Nicholas II decreed that papal elections would be by College of Cardinals.  This asserted independence of papacy & insured against multiple popes elected by different factions.

The Roman curia was established shortly afterward.

1059 Normans, with Papal blessing, began conquest of Sicily (from Saracens and Byzantines).  (In return for a percentage of the revenues.)

(Pope was trying to establish a political support base independent of the Holy Roman Empire.)

1066 Papacy supported Norman invasion of England.

Pope Gregory VII (Hildebrand) (r. 1073-1085
1075 Pope Gregory VII claimed legislative and judicial power within Christendom, with the right to depose all princes, temporal and spiritual.


Also asserted only a pope could call a general synod.


Forbade the investiture of ecclesiastical offices by laymen.

1077 Forced Emperor Henry IV to do penance for investing a bishop.  

(Investiture Controversy eventually led to imperial election of a rival pope and occupation of Rome in 1083.)

1082 Venice received a charter of liberties from the Byzantine emperor (exemption from taxes and right of free transit).  Byzantines wanted to ensure Venetian loyalty in the Emperor's Norman wars.)  This was the beginning of Venice's rise to independent power and made it the principal link between East and West.

1176
A league of 40 cities successfully resisted the effort of a Holy Roman Emperor, Frederick I (Barbarossa) to establish imperial control of Italy.

Pope Innocent III (r. 1198-1216)

Organized the Curia into departments headed by men trained in the law and office routine.

Levied income tax on clergy and monasteries.

1223 Chartered the Dominican order

1202 Forced Philip Augustus of France to give up consort and return to his wife

1203 Launched 4th Crusade

He tried to get them not to attack Constantinople, but when they did so, he interpreted it as a miraculous event.

1224 1213
Induced Philip Augustus to lead a crusade against the Albigensians and had Dominic send Dominicans to lead the intellectual battle against them.
1215 Deposed Emperor Otto IV

1225 Pope Honorius III approved Franciscan order.
Pope Boniface VIII (r. 1294-1303)

1296 
Tried to increase the power of the church beyond what it had reached a century before under Innocent III and failed.
1297 He published the bull Clericis laicos ordering clergy not to pay taxes to any secular government.

1302 
Philip IV of France blocked all revenues to Italy.

1303 Unam sanctam claimed the pope was the rightful sovereign of Europe and that kings held power only by his permission.


Philip IV imprisoned him, and he died a month after he was freed.

Philip had the archbishop of Bordeaux elected Pope as Clement V.

1309
Clement transferred the papal seat to Avignon.  (Until 1376)
