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Observe Searching Behavior


Procedure:

Working in pairs, select a question to be answered using the resources in the library. One person in each pair is to do the searching while the other person records the search process.

Beginning with question analysis and going right through to locating the appropriate information, the searcher should verbalise every step in the process. Stages, which may be highlighted, are question analysis, determination of strategy, choice of sources, search for answer in the sources etc.

The observer will determine if any of the information behavior models they have discussed in class accurately characterize the search that he/she observed. The focus of this activity is not on finding and answer but on observing information searching and comparing this with models of the searching process. If you find the answer to the question in a short time, select another question to work with.
