Please, park in the Blue Parking Garage (parking is free). On your first day, please arrive by 7am and proceed to the Main OR front desk in the OR holding area on 3-Blue.  Ask the secretary to page the OB anesthesiologist for the day to meet you and orient you.
Residents work Mon-Fri from 7am to 7pm (no night or weekend call).  Scheduled C-sections start at 7am.  It is expected that you will pre-op patients and be in the OR ready for the patients’ arrival to the OR at 7:00am.  On the days that there is not a C-section scheduled for 7am, you should be here and ready for epidurals and unscheduled C-sections by 7:00am.
Tips for the rotation:

· Each morning make sure that the epidural and C-section attendings have your pager number

· Take a daily schedule from OB nursing desk to find out about C-sections, laboring and pitocin patients (potential epidurals)

· Elective C-sections are scheduled on the hour at 7, 8 and 9 in the morning and 12, 1, 4, 5 and 6 in the afternoon (patient arrives in the room on the hour) 

· Introduce yourself to each patient as UW anesthesiology resident and ask each patient if they would allow you to participate in their care including placing the neuroaxial block

· Check who the OB attending is for each patient since Dr. Patrick Morell does not allow residents for his patients

· Do not start epidural without attending’s presence

· If there are 7am and 8am C-sections, it is helpful to pre-op both of those patients before 7am

· Everything is in Blue zone (main OR is on 3rd floor, OB ward is on 2nd floor, Medical Staff office and Doctors’ lounge/library is on 1st floor)

· If you are not busy, help out with main OR breaks/lunches
· Mail your credentialing forms in timely manner (see below)
Evaluations:
You will receive one evaluation during this rotation.  It will be a combination of scores/comments from the attendings you worked with during the month.
